For admission to the BBA program, students must have met the following requirements: 

• Completed ENGL 1113, ENGL 1213 with a grade of “C” or better;  
• Completed MATH 1483 or 1513 with a grade of “C” or better or score 23 or higher on the Math ACT;  
• Satisfied the university’s computer proficiency requirement; and  
• Achieved an overall GPA of 2.25 or higher.  

 
The College of Business and Technology (CBT) has established Standards of Professional Behavior intended 
to foster a safe, secure, and respectful learning environment conducive to the preparation of students for 
success in an increasingly challenging, diverse, and global society. Students enrolled in classes offered by the 
CBT are expected to behave according to those Standards of Professional Behavior.

Graduation with the BBA degree requires the following:

• Students must complete 60 of 124 credit hours from a university (four-year school), excluding physical 
education courses. 

• 30 credit hours are required from NSU. 
• 40 credit hours must be junior and senior (3000/4000) level courses. 
• At least 18 hours or 50% of the major, whichever is greater, must be from NSU; half the major must be 

upper level (3000/4000). 
• English proficient (ENGL 1113 Composition & ENGL 1213 Composition II) with a C or better. 
• Computer proficient.
