¢ Reverse Transfer: Students who transfer to a university before completing an associate degree and
who have earned at least 15 credit hours from TCC may be eligible to complete their TCC degree
through Reverse Transfer. Email reversetransfer@tulsacc.edu to see if you qualify for a degree through
the Reverse Transfer program (https://www.tulsacc.edu/student-resources/graduation/reverse-transfer).

Additional Program Information:
Admission to the teacher education program at NSU requires the following:
e 45 credit hours and a minimum 2.75 GPA
e All courses completed with a “C” or better grade and an average 2.5 GPA
e Pass the OGET (Oklahoma General Education Test) (end of semester 5). OGET can be waived with
an ACT composite score of 22+ with writing component.

In addition to the OGET required for admission, students are required to complete the following certification
tests throughout the program:

e OSAT (Oklahoma Subject Area Test) - must be attempted prior to full internship (semester 8)

e PPAT (Praxis Performance Assessment for Teachers) - embedded into semester 7 and 8

Baccalaureate Degree Information:

e Students must complete 60 of 124 credit hours from a university (four-year school), excluding physical
education courses.

e 30 credit hours are required from NSU.

e 40 credit hours must be junior and senior (3000/4000) level courses.

e At least 18 hours or 50% of the major, whichever is greater, must be from NSU; half the major must be
upper level (3000/4000).

e English proficient (ENGL 1113 Composition & ENGL 1213 Composition 1) with a C or better.

o Computer proficient.
